[bookmark: _GoBack]The Environment Health and Sanitation Unit exists primarily to regulate sanitation and health issues within the Ga south Municipality. It is responsible for the handling of issues that bothers on street littering and the indiscriminate dumping of refuse at an unauthorized site hence advocating for one household-one dustbin concept initiative by the Honorable Municipal Chief Executive for that reason, registration of door to door refuse collection is ongoing within the Municipality.
Open defecation which is one of the problem facing the municipality is also being tackled so as to avert this problem, there is promotion of GAMA toilet construction ongoing within the municipality. The assembly has made it a mandate to keep the environment clean to break the chain of communicable diseases. is also a cause for concern to the assembly.
Yearly medical screening of food and drink vendors to prevent the spread of food and waterborne diseases. Hospitality premises inspection to make sure that the premises is habitable for the occupants.
Control of noise nuisance to make residential areas comfortable residents and also the control of stray animals.
Organizing clean-up exercises to make sure that the municipality is clean. Control of statutory nuisances.
